
South Pekin Grade School District 137 -- Basketball Game Regulations 
These guidelines apply to Students and Adults 

 
GOOD SPORTSMANSHIP IS CONTAGIOUS – USE IT AT HOME AND AWAY GAMES 

 
Doors open 30 minutes prior to game time 

 
1. Students must remain in the building for the entire game or games.  If you leave, you 

will not be readmitted and you must leave the school grounds immediately.  
Arrangements for after the game pick up should be made IN ADVANCE for 
approximately (Girls Games 8:00 pm) (Boys Games - 8:45 pm). 

 
2. ALL students in Kindergarten through Grade 4 MUST be accompanied by a 

responsible ADULT! 
 
3. All fans must sit in the stands, not along the end lines or in the corners of the gym.  

You should not be moving around in the stands, blocking the view of others.  No one 
will be allowed to walk in front of the team benches while play is in progress. 

 
4. Fans may leave the gym to go to the restroom or corridor to purchase refreshments.  

You should do this during the intermission or in case of emergencies only. 
 
5. Students may not gather in the restrooms or in the corridor for the purpose of 

socializing. 
 
6. Fans must use proper language at all times. 
 
7. Fans are not allowed on the gym floor at any time and are not allowed in restricted 

areas – Locker Rooms, Officials’ Room or Cheerleaders’ Room. 
 
8. Fans may not stamp feet on the bleachers, take beverages into the gym or throw 

objects. 
 
9. All Fans Should: Show good sportsmanship (no booing), be quiet during free throws 

for both teams, cheer for their team – not against the other team, not whistle in an 
attempt to distract players, and not complain about referees. 

 
10. SPECIAL ATTENTION – SMOKING POLICY: Smoking is prohibited in the South Pekin 

Grade School Building and on school grounds.  This policy is Statewide and in effect 
for all individuals, regardless of age. 

 
11. If a student has a detention, in-school or out-of-school suspension or are 

academically ineligible at the time of the event, that student may not attend the event 
and must not be on school grounds during the event. 

 
12. SPGS Staff Members have the authority to remove any unruly fans that present 

discipline problems.  Such fans and incidents will be referred to the Principal for 
further action.
